ISU Scholarship Fund
Fall 2009 – Spring 2010
The Fund:


ISU Scholarship Fund was created in the summer of 2008 and was approved by the ISU Officers and its advisors. During the spring semester of 2008 both ISU Officers and active members decided that we need to create a fund to help international students studying on F - 1 visa and on the ELS program pay for their NKU tuition. In order to raise money for scholarships, we (the ISU members) will be volunteering at the Paul Brown Stadium concession stands during Cincinnati Bengals’ games. Our goal is to raise at least $5,000 this season. We are going to provide ten people to volunteer each game for the total of ten games. All volunteers will be required to show a Driver License/State ID or a passport in order to enter the stadium to volunteer at an event. NKU IDs are not accepted. Here is the Bengals’ schedule for the 2009 season:

All volunteers are required to be at the stadium four hours prior the game’s start and leave whenever the volunteering is done. Please refer to the “Requirements” section to see how many games each person has to volunteer to.

The Committee: 

The committee consists of six (6) people: ISA Representative (Elizabeth Chaulk), ISU Faculty Advisor (TBA), and four international students (1st year at NKU, 2nd year at NKU, 3rd year at NKU, 4th year at NKU, regardless if they are a freshmen, sophomore, junior or senior, undergraduate or graduate student).

The ISU President will serve as a consultant to the committee; process the paperwork, schedule committee meetings, etc. In event of a tie vote or a conflict, he/she will have the power to resolve the issue.


The purpose of the committee is to distribute in an honest and objective manner the money raised by the ISU members by volunteering at the Paul Brown Stadium Concessions during Cincinnati Bengals games.

The Scholarships:

Depending on the amount of money earned, there will be 4 tuition scholarships and 4 book scholarships. These numbers might be changed in case more/less money is available. The committee members will have the power to decide the amount and the number of scholarships at the end of the Bengals season. The final decision will be made by the NKU Foundation and the Office of Financial Aid, after the committee sends in the results of their choices. These will be announced by the end of January 2010. 

Applications for the scholarships will be accepted between February 1st and April 5th. The scholarship recipients will be announced during the International Potluck Dinner and Talent Show in April 10th, 2010. 


Please note that all tuition scholarships will be available ONLY for F - 1 visa students (who are ISU members), and for the American English Language Program students at NKU. Book scholarships are open to all ISU members at NKU.

The Requirements:

Students who wish to apply for an ISU Fund Scholarship has to submit an application which will be available on ISU’s website or will be e-mailed to you on request. To request an application, e-mail nku.isu@gmail.com and put “request scholarship application” in the subject line.


There will be specific requirements, depending on your year at NKU:


1st year NKU student: 
1. ISU member

2. Attend some of the ISU meetings during Fall ‘09
3. Attend/participate in at least 2 ISU event during Fall ‘09
4. Volunteer at least two full Bengals game

5. Minimum GPA of 2.5 at moment of application
2nd year NKU student:

1. ISU member

2. Attend at least half of the ISU meetings starting Fall ‘08
3. Contributed to/participated in at least 5-6 ISU events since Fall ‘08
4. Volunteer at least one three Bengals game

5. Minimum GPA of 2.5 at moment of application
3rd and 4th year NKU student:

1. ISU member

2. Attend at least half of the ISU meetings starting Spring ‘07
3. Contributed to/participated in at least 8-10 ISU events since Fall ’07 (International Potluck highly recommended)

4. Volunteer at least four full Bengals game

5. Minimum GPA of 2.5 at moment of application
American English Language Program student:

1. ISU member

2. Attend at least one third of the ISU meetings starting Fall ‘09 or Spring ’10 depending on when the student started the program

3. Attend/participate in at least 2 ISU events during Fall ’09 or Spring ’10 (International Potluck highly recommended)

4. Volunteer at least two full Bengals game

5. Minimum GPA of 2.5 at moment of application
NOTE: All scholarships are to be used to pay your tuition/book fees while at NKU.
